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South Tobacco Creek Watershed Data

The South Tobacco Creek Project is a unique research partnership between numerous public and private research agencies/organizations and local agricultural producers/landowners within the South Tobacco Creek watershed (whose interests are represented by the Deerwood Soil and Water Management Association).

The South Tobacco Creek Steering Committee plays a critical role in supporting the work of the Deerwood Soil and Water Management Association.  The Steering Committee  works in tandem with the Deerwood Executive to provide guidance and review of every scientific research project undertaken within the South Tobacco Creek watershed.  The Steering Committee is comprised of research representatives from a cross section of South Tobacco Creek projects, in addition to other members as determined by the Deerwood Executive.

The data collected within the South Tobacco Creek watershed is very sensitive, as it represents the voluntary contributions of some 44 individual landowners as well as the work of both and public and private research agencies/organizations who have paid for its collection, tabulation, and in some cases, analysis.  All research partners have a considerable investment in its use.

Project Acceptance Agreement

1. As a guideline, unpublished and/or preliminary South Tobacco Creek watershed data will only be released to others with the prior knowledge and/or consent of all members of the South Tobacco Creek Steering Committee  and the Deerwood Executive (Deerwood may wish to retain control of landowner-specific data);

2. All aspects of the project (including budget and funding sources) must have been reviewed to the satisfaction of the South Tobacco Creek Steering Committee and the Deerwood Executive;

3. Any requests for watershed data or other information must be clearly outlined within the project proponent’s research plan, with any related data partnerships arranged in advance (in writing, and included within the research proposal);

4. The South Tobacco Creek Steering Committee and/or the Deerwood Executive may require that certain data and/or results be interpreted jointly with the proponent;

5. The Deerwood Executive may require that it handle some elements of information dissemination, particularly those related to the Manitoba agricultural community;

6. Where required, the proponent will fulfill it role and responsibilities as a member of the South Tobacco Creek Steering Committee (as outlined elsewhere).
